2. PARISHIONERS QUESTION TIME
Issues raised as follows

· Questions as to why the skate park wasn’t built

· The Parish Council was stopped from going further due to a funding issue.  The adjacent neighbours to the Memorial field were against it and our main grant funder would not go give us a grant because of this.

· Concerns about a bus shelter in Sluice Road.  The resident, in attendance, opposed it along with his neighbours.

· Cllr Wakefield thought it was a shelter for all ages and it wouldn’t be a youth meeting place

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

4.1 Parish Annual Assembly 18th May 2015 -adoption  The circulated Minutes from the Parish Annual Assembly 18th May 2015, were proposed for adoption by Cllr Rawlings, seconded by Cllr Funnell  and unanimously agreed, with the alteration of the seat being in School Road not Sluice Road, under the Chairs report

The circulated minutes of the annual parish council meeting, 18th May 2015 were proposed for adoption by Cllr Rawlings, seconded by Cllr Funnell and unanimously agreed.

5. TO RECEIVE A REPORT FROM CARLY REGARDING CLUBS FOR THE VILLAGE YOUTHS 
Carly a youth worker gave a brief report on running a youth club in Wiggenhall St Germans

· Carly runs youth clubs in West Norfolk but not one in St Germans.

· Thinks a youth club in WSG should be for mixed ages of 10-16.

· The youth club at the chapel is held once a month but all activities are indoors.

· The idea of a new youth club would be in the Memorial Hall with the outdoor area being utilized. 
· It would operate as an open youth club, in a safe environment, run by the young people with volunteers. 
· Carly works with youths in various ways and thinks it helps with anti-social behaviour.
· When there are issues in the village it is not always the young people who are the culprits.

· Carly needs the support of the Parish council and needs to know if there is a need for this service.

Cllr Van Dyke asked what support would be needed from the Parish Council

· Funding is the main issue, perhaps helping with the cost of the hire of a room for a period of time. 

· Carly thought it would be good to get something started this side of Christmas

· She has a lot of volunteers from the local area.

· If all age groups get involved it builds up mutual respect.

· Storage of items can be an issue. 

· Carly’s other clubs offer award schemes such as art awards
· They usually charge £2.00 a session

· 1 adult is needed to 8 young people

It was proposed by Cllr Peel, seconded by Cllr Ash that the Parish Council was supportive of the scheme.  Cllr Peel will take the issue to the Memorial Hall Committee and ask if there is any reduction of hall fees for a 3 month trial.






Action: Agenda next meeting to consider a grant

Cllr Peel thought it would be preferable to lower the age bracket to 8-15 as in the village, she felt, these ages intermingle.

· Carly, from experience, felt that it was sometimes difficult with the younger age group as 14/15/16 year olds might be talking about inappropriate things.

6. TO DISCUSS FORMATION OF A YOUTH PARISH COUNCIL
It was agreed that the Parish Council would pursue this with the help of the Borough Council.
7. TO DISCUSS PROVISION OF A BUS SHELTER IN SLUICE ROAD
The Clerk reported that NCC have a very small amount left to grant aid bus shelters but if successful would be up to 75% of the final cost.   If we waited until next financial year we would also have the option of a Parish partnership scheme where we could be awarded 50% of the cost.

Cllr Van Dyke reminded the meeting that the shelter was something the young people had requested. 

A letter from a local resident was read out and he and his neighbours were against the installation of a bus shelter as they thought it might lead to anti social behaviour.
Cllr Long felt any increased use of the bus meant less car movements and reminded the meeting there had been a lot of complaints about speeding through the village.

It was felt that if there were increased incidents of ASBO they would have to be policed and solved.

Norfolk Green and Harrods coaches use the bus stops.  It was reported as well as the school bus there is a bus going to the college of West Anglia.

Cllr Peel will carry out a survey of usage. 




ACTION: Clerk to contact bus companies and put on next agenda.
8. TO DISCUSS USE OF THE FOOTBALL FIELD. 
After much discussion it was agreed that a football tournament could be played on one day in August.  On a proposal by Cllr Done, seconded by Cllr Wakefield it was agreed that the person must provide a £50 deposit, refundable when the premises have been checked and he must also supply third party insurance.  He will donate £10 for the use of the field.

It was also reported that there is a resident very keen to set up a youth football team.  It was agreed that Cllrs will meet with him to discuss this and include issues such as CRB’s etc. 

Cllr Funnell reported he had checked the electricity meter and it was recording electricity use.  
For the record the reading before he put on lights etc was 34576.1.

Cllr Funnell said the field was cut well and looking good. 

9. TO DISCUSS TRAINING FOR MOBILE FLASHING ROAD SIGNS
The clerk reported that these are waiting to be installed but interested people will need to meet with the supplier so they all know what is involved.  Cllrs Done, Keal and Van Dyke will meet with the supplier on 10th August at 5.30 at the football pavilion.
10. TO CONSIDER PRICES FOR REPAIR OF VILLAGE SIGN PLINTH

On a proposal by Cllr Funnell, seconded by Cllr Rawlings it was agreed to go ahead with the repair of the village sign plinth with engineering bricks at a cost of £280.00 plus VAT.

11. TO DISCUSS PRICES FOR INSTALLATION OF FOOTBALL GOALPOSTS

It was reported we had received one quote, which seemed quite high to install the football goalposts.  It was agreed to chase up the second supplier.  It was proposed by Cllr Funnell, seconded by Cllr Done to go with the quote but give the second supplier a time frame to come back with a price, and if cheaper go with that supplier.   
12. FINANCE

Approval of Payment of invoices June/July
The above was proposed by Cllr Funnell seconded by Cllr Ash, unanimously agreed. The bank reconciliation was duly noted.

It was proposed by Cllr Van Dyke, seconded by Cllr Peel, to pay £50 for the labour costs incurred in fabricating the gate and fence at the football field.   Cllr Rawlings reported that this had been successful so far.

COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Wakefield reported 

· The FP opposite Fitton Hall in Fitton Road going across the field has still not been reinstated
· Mill Road footpath finger sign opposite football club has been knocked over by the verge mower.

· The path opposite the football club over to Saddlebow is not walkable

· In Eau brink road the bridge that accesses the FP has been hit again by the mower and has made the bridge unsafe to walk across.

· It appears that the cutting has damaged a lot of posts etc. 

· Fly tipping in St Mary’s, by bridge on the left.

· There is a dangerous loose kerb outside hairdresssers

· Speeding tractors are an issue again.  One driving around with its forks up, no reg plate was taken.

Cllr Peel reported
· Speeding down Sluice Road, hopefully this may be cured by the flashing light signs.
Cllr Funnell reported
· Somebody had cut the allotments; no one had information about this but it was thought it might be the drainage board. 

· Caley will plough up the one side as discussed after his rape crop.  There is a shed in the way at the moment and Cllr Funnell has been unable to contact anyone about it. 

· There is a lot of youth club equipment at Cllr Funnell’s house.
Cllr Keale reported
· Within the last two weeks he has been nearly hit on Fitton Road.  Vehicles come round the corner by St. Peter’s Road on the wrong side. 

Cllr Rawlings reported
· The sign at St Peters Road is still not repaired. 

Cllr Done reported
· The sign at Setch may have worked as there has been less HGV’s in Mill Road, although cars are still speeding. 

Cllr Ash reported
· Asked who updated the website

· We have had a contact of Cllr Done update the site recently, this is nearly finished but he is still awaiting final permissions from NALC
Cllr Bunkall reported
· Asked what width the farmer should cut the verges.  She reported the briars on St Peters Road from the corner to the church are very dangerous. 

· Cllr Long explained the cutting regime around dykes. 

It was confirmed that the yellow 30mph signs will be removed from Saddlebow. 

It was also asked if we could enquire the cost of 30mph signs to put on dustbins. 

Still waiting for an answer from Toni about being the lead on the defibrillator.  Cllr Hopkins has agreed that he will be the lead if Toni doesn’t do it. 

Ownership is still unknown of the field behind the gate in Lewis Drive.
