	PARISHIONERS QUESTION TIME
The following points were made

· Had learnt that Wiggstock had been called off via Facebook. 

· Found it strange that after a public meeting a group of Cllrs changed the decision. 

Cllr Done explained that the time scale was tight and complicated by elections. 

Also there had not been a lot of support for it.

· A resident didn’t think it would be worth holding it next year because the momentum would have been lost.

· Felt they had worked as a team last year.

· For future reference the P C has been supplied with details of an insurance policy which would cover any losses meaning the P C wouldn’t have to underwrite it. 

As a Parish Council we have to be extremely careful that we have the correct cover. 

· There has been a lot of anti-social behavior such as wheelies riding on the pavements and intimidating behavior.
· This has been frightening and a crime number was given by the Police as a public disorder crime occurred rather than an ASB.

· The Polices resources are very stretched. 

· On the new estate large hay bales have been set on fire. 

Cllr Done stressed that all crimes must be reported to the Police who are taking action. 

The Parish Council will accept complaints and record them, but these issues must be reported to the Police as it is not under the remit of the Parish Council. 
· There was a post ripped out with wires across the pathway, this could have caused a serious injury. 

Cllr Done agreed to write about this in the Parish Magazine 
· There has been a lot of criminal damage in the parish vandalized waste bins and signs.

· Disappointed that Police didn’t take action when they were shown footage of people stealing bags of cement.

Cllr Done reported that dealing with a complaint is not straight forward for the Police.

An email was read out from the Police and it was agreed to invite Lee Anderton to our May meeting. 

It was also suggested that residents could attend the SNAP meetings in Downham.

	TO FURTHER DISCUSS FOOTBALL FIELD ISSUES

7.1   Car boot sale and use of pavilion toilets
Cllr Done reported the following 

· It was agreed to hold a car boot sale 

· Wasn’t aware that it was agreed to hold a number of car boots throughout the summer. 

· It was agreed to hold one and see how it went. 

· The use of the pavilion toilets wasn’t agreed.

· The Insurance company has said it would be risk and nobody’s else insurance would cover the building. 

· So, the PC would be liable if say the building burnt down. 

· There was also concern that the toilets could not cope with the usage. 
· It was confirmed that anything to do with the football team has to come through the PC and contact must not be made directly with them.

· Cllr Funnell reported a fridge had been put in the building, but Cllr Done reported he had given permission for this and it will be turned off when they are not there. 

· It has been made clear that if it failed any PAT testing it would be immediately removed. 

· The FC has agreed the new contract. 

7.2   Repair and Maintenance

Cllr Done reported that the home team shower knobs comes off in their hands

The FC did not realize there were two heaters they didn’t think there was any hear. 

Pull cords are probably needed. 

Cllr Keale was getting his electrician to have a look at the electrics.
